Everbridge (School Closure Notification System)

With the winter season upon us we have to consider that in the case of severe and adverse weather conditions at
some point we may have to close the school. This is always a very difficult decision but we have to balance the risks
and the harm involved against the loss of school time or inconvenience. Decisions sometimes come at very short
notice as new information comes to us therefore we try to communicate in as many ways as possible that the school is
closed.

One system we use alongside SchoolComms is Everbridge (it is useful to use two systems in case one fails on the
day) but this does require you to register. Further to the school closure, the system is able to provide you with vital
information on other incidents in your area as well as by school. Please use the link below and complete your details if
you are interested in using this system.
