Measles, Chicken Pox and Shingles. 
We would appreciate your understanding with this important matter, one of our pupils is currently having medical 
treatment and this would suppress their immune system, subsequently this would put them at high risk if exposed 
to measles, chicken pox or shingles.  
 
If your child is suspected of having any of the above, or you have had anyone in your household within the last 2 
weeks with any of the above please may we ask that you contact the school immediately. We will need to access if the 
student has had any risk of contact as they will require medication/injection within a week. 
 
Your child is not at risk from this situation. Please follow the normal school procedures as found in your attendance 
pack or on our website.

¶ *Measles - To be diagnosed by a doctor ï Time off from school 4 days from the onset of rash.  

¶ Chicken Pox ï Can return once the spots have scabbed over ï To be diagnosed by a medical professional - 
Normally 5 days from the onset of rash. 

¶ Shingles ï Please use the following information for the current time. To be diagnosed by a medical 

professional - Can cause chicken pox in those not immune (ie: not had it before) ï Can return once the spots 
have scabbed over ï Normally within 5 days from the onset of rash. 

 
*The best way to protect any pupil from measles is for all children to be immunised, if you are unsure if your child 
has been immunised or wish for them to be, please contact your GP.  We do not have any cases of measles at 
present. 

 
Thank you for co-operating with us in this important matter and working with us to protect the students and staff in our 
school.
